Do you know people who claim they are not planning to retire because either they don’t think they can afford it, or simply want to keep working? Do you count yourself among them?
Statistics show that 43% of women expect to work past age 70 or don’t plan to retire; more than half (52%) plan to work after they retire.
The reality is that life frequently gets in the way of employment after age 65. This can be particularly true for individuals (often women) who have caregiver responsibilities for parents, grandparents, children or grandchildren. Physical health can also prevent working later in life.  And, even though you may think it’s an option now, once you reach retirement age, you may just not want to work.
