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Email subject line: Do you want to be a millionaire? 

Text for body of email:
Wouldn’t you like to have a million dollars in savings or investments by the time you retire?  That might seem impossible, but it’s surprising how much you can accumulate over time with just small monthly deferrals. Chalk it up to the power of compound earnings. Start small and watch your account grow by generating earnings on prior earnings.  
Let’s look at an example: 
Beginning at age 20, Angela invests $1,000 a year for 11 years and stops contributing 15 years later, at age 35. With compound earnings of 7% a year, this $11,000 investment will total more than $168,000 at age 65.  
Compare this to Brenda, who doesn’t begin investing until age 30.  She invests the same $1,000 a year, but continues for the next 35 years (for a total investment of $35,000).  At age 65, with the same compound annual earnings of 7%, Brenda’s balance is about $148,000 – that’s $20,000 less than Angela’s balance!
