The WRS and Social Security benefits will provide you with guaranteed retirement income. That’s the good news. The “not-so-good” news, however, is that you will need additional income in retirement to provide financial security throughout your retirement years.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Lots of unknown variables will affect how much you’ll need for a comfortable retirement.  Health care costs are just one example. It is estimated that the average couple, at 65 years of age, can expect to spend approximately $220,000 in out-of-pocket costs for health care over their next 20 years. In addition, the annual growth rate for health care spending is projected to be 5.8% each year through 2022.  
For women, health care costs in later years can be an even greater concern because of their increased longevity – women live longer than men. At age 65, the probability of women living to at least age 90 is approximately 33%, compared to 21% probability for a 65 year-old male.
