This is particularly important for women: Statistics show that women are three times more likely than men to be on their own at age 65 and older. 
While 95% of men and women have married at least once by age 65 or older, 41% of women compared to 13% of men are widowed.  Furthermore, women who live alone have the lowest median income of any type of household.
